 STATE LEGISLATION: On November 6, 2008, Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger called for 
an increase in the California state sales tax by proposing a sales tax on all veterinary services starting Feb. 

Many animals won’t get necessary medical 
care and treatment because veterinary services will be more expensive. This will lead to more animals being 
abandoned or euthanized. Please help stop the tax on veterinary services. Write a letter, make a phone call, 
send an e-mail, or fax your comments to the Governor and to your elected officials.
